As program teams develop program-

ming, there may be additional contest and educational 

opportunities for State Days. Remember that all contest 

and educational updates for State Days are due to Phil 

Hoy by October 1, 2009 so they can reviewed by the 4-H 

Youth Development Advisory Council.

The state 4-H Volunteer Leaders Forum will be held on 

February 13, 2010 at the Penn Stater. An optional educa-

tional evening on February 12 will be held for those who 

have a distance to travel and would like to come in the 

night before. A call for proposals for both workshops and 

poster sessions will be sent out shortly. Please consider 

sharing your county and regional workshops with others 

across the state. You may also have volunteers who may 

offer workshops on club management or a specific project area. Stay tuned for further details. 

I have just returned from a regional 4-H State Leaders meeting. The following items were discussed: 

 

4-H and the IRS: There is still no formal letter of determination from the IRS concerning 4-H clubs. 

Continue to maintain records of new EIN numbers in your office. Audrey and I will let you know when 

we need to update our state list. 

 

4-H and the National Institute of Food and Agriculture: The Institute will be operational on October 1, 

2009. Currently there are plans for three divisionsðplant and animal production, bio-energy and cli-

mate change, and health. There is consideration of a fourth division on the human sciences. 

 

National 4-H Supply and Fair Share Program: For over a year the National 4-H Supply Service has 

been providing a 10% rebate to states based on the on-line orders from the supply service. This pro-

gram has stopped as of July 1, 2009. In Pennsylvania, these funds were used to support state level 

events and special requests from program teams.

Pennsylvania was among the 14 state teams that participated in 

the 30th annual National 4-H Forestry Invitational from Sunday, 

July 26, through Thursday, July 30.  

  

At the Invitational 4-H members compete for overall team and 

individual awards in several categories.  Events included a for-

estry written exam, tree identification, tree measurement, com-

pass and pacing, insect and disease identification, topographic 

map use, the forestry bowl, and forest evaluation. 

  

The invitational was held at West Virginia University Jacksonôs 

Mill State 4-H Camp and Conference Center near Weston, West 

Virginia. The Farm Credit System and the Cooperative Extension 

Service sponsored the event. 

  

Pennsylvania was represented by Sara Beatty of Home, Jacob 

Beisel of Clymer, and Caleb McGaughran of Blairsville.  The 

team was coached by Deborah Beisel and Ashley Early. 

  

Forrest Ford of Alabama received the high-point individual 

award. Second place high individual award was given to Amelia 

DeWitt of Alabama and third place high individual award was 

given to Amber Jenkins of Georgia.  

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Joe Yeager leadership award was given to Wilson Pierce 

of Georgia.  This award is presented to the individual who 

demonstrated excellent communication, management, decision

-making and interpersonal skills at the Invitational. 

  

4-H is a youth education program operated by Cooperative 

Extension Service of the U.S. Department of Agriculture and 

the state land grant universities. More than five-and-a-half mil-

lion young people participate in 4-H, and nearly 100,000 are 

part of the 4-H Forestry Program.

The Pennsylvania Rifle and Air Rifle teams traveled to Grand 

Island, Nebraska last week and demonstrated their rifle marks-

manship skills by winning two silver medals and one gold medal 

in the six team events they entered. The Pennsylvania Team of 

Ted Sankey, Chris Duerr and Rob Gaglianni won silver medals 

in the Three-Position CMP and the 40 Shot Standing Matches.  

 

The team members were all from Frazier-Simplex, Washington 

County 4-H. The Pennsylvania Team was tied in team points for 

first place with Texas after the two matches on Thursday and 

Friday. On Saturday the competition moved outdoors for the 

Silhouette Match. In a gusty wind averaging 22 miles per hour 

the pellets flew better for Texas than Pennsylvania and the State 

Team fell to 6th place in the event and to 4th place in the overall 

standings while Texas struggled in the wind to win the overall 

Gold Medal.  

 

Twenty three teams from the United States participated in the 

events. In the overall individual competition Ted Sankey was the 

Silver Medalist from Washington County. A total of 60 partici-

pants fired the air rifle matches.

The Pennsylvania Small-bore Rifle Team won the Gold Medal in 

the NRA Precision 3 Position 50 Yard Outdoor Match with a 

score of 1589 seven points better than the second place winner. 

The team members were Thomas Kyanko, Justin Ziefel, and 

Jocelyn Liberatore from Frazier-Simplex, Washington County 

and Ethan Cole from the Somerset County 4-H Rifle Team.  

The State Team placed 4th in the overall team competition. 

Montana was the overall Gold Medalist. Twenty-four teams 

competed in the three matches. Thomas Kyanko was the Silver 

Medalist in the Precision Match and Ethan Cole won the Bronze 

Medal. In the overall individual competition Thomas Kyanko 

placed 8th and Ethan Cole placed 7th. Seventy-one competitors 

fired in the three day events.
