As 4-H clubs renew their enrollment for the year, it is a good time to review 

with club leaders the expectations of a quality 4-H club program. The quality 

standards, developed by the 4-H Youth Program Advisory Council several years 

ago are:  

-  Club meetings are held at least 6 times per year. 

-  Club officers are elected. 

-  75% of club members complete a project each year. 

-  The organizational leader attends at least one leader training each year. 

-  New leaders attend new leader orientation. 

-  Club planning is done by club members and meetings are run by club officers. 

-  A sequential and varied learning experience matching all skill levels of club members is provided. 

-  Each member of the club does an in-club demonstration or presentation every year. 

-  Club financial audits are submitted to the Extension Office at the end of each year. 

-  Yearly service learning projects/community service projects are completed. 

Quality standards have been established for all delivery modes, so if you need more information, refer to the

As educators sign up for the 4-H Youth Development Natural Work Group, I am also asking them to identify 

the Program Teams on which they would like to work. Program Teams currently identified in 4-H includes: 

SET, Healthy Living, Citizenship, Leadership, Positive Youth Development, Volunteerism, and Cultural 

Competencies. Teams will be meeting soon to begin development of program priorities and logic model 

which are due June 15. Let me know if you have not yet identified a Program Team on which to work. 

 

In the new year, we will be returning to on-location staff development opportunities. Several years ago, these 

started as ñMeet Upò calls to cover program and policy updates. With new technology, we are now able to 

hold these meetings through Adobe Connect. You may remain on-location in your office. The first meeting 

will be held on January 22, 10:30 AM to 12 noon, to show case collaboration opportunities with the Army 

that can support youth in completing high school and making career choices.

It 

was about three years ago when counties began sending their 

enrollment files electronically to the state office when they sub-

mitted their annual enrollment reports. Until that time, all re-

cords were kept in the county offices and therefore must be 

searched from there. I would encourage you to not only rely on 

alumni but encourage all who are supporters of 4-H talk with 

their government officials about the importance of the program.  

 

Many of you invite legislators to 4-H events. While they are at-

tending, talk to them about joining the congressional 4-H Cau-

cus. Materials have been sent out in the past, but I will be happy 

to send them to you again.

On November 20, 2008, ten 4-H'ers represented Pennsylvania in 

five contest areas at the National 4-H Poultry and Egg Confer-

ence in Louisville, Kentucky. 

 

The Pennsylvania Poultry Judging Team from Centre County 

won high overall team in the contest and team member Ashley 

Clauer won high overall individual.  The team placed 2nd in the 

Production Hen and Oral Reasons division, 1st in the Market 

Poultry division and 1st in the Market Egg division.  Each team 

member contributed to the teamôs success.   Ashley Clauer of 

State College placed 4th in Production Hens and Oral Reasons, 

1st in Market Poultry and 8th in Market Eggs on her way to high 

overall individual for the contest.  Anne Morris of Howard 

placed 2nd in the Market Egg division and 8th overall in the con-

test.  Isaac Haagen of Howard placed 9th in Market Poultry and 

9th overall individual.  Ethan Cleaver of Howard placed 2nd in 

Market Poultry, 5th in Market Eggs and 20th overall in the con-

test.  The team was coached by Sandy Haagen of Howard with 

assistance from Phillip Clauer of State College.  There were 19 

teams and 81 individuals in this yearôs contest.   

 

In the National Avian Bowl Contest, Pennsylvania was seated 

second after the quiz and placed second in the double elimination 

Bowl portion of the event.  The team members were Benjamin 

Corry, Mimi Niggel, and Taylor Young, all from Montgomery 

County.  The team was coached and chaperoned by Carolyn 

Blum and Nancy Niggel.  Thirteen teams participated in this 

yearôs competition. 

 

Elizabeth Lynn Kraft of York County placed 4th in the National 

Egg Cookery Presentation contest.  Danielle Cameron of Berks 

County placed 5th in the National 4-H Turkey Barbecue and 

Presentation Contest.  Heidi Benner of Adams County placed 

11th in the Chicken Barbecue and Presentation contest.  Mary 

Cameron of Berks County served as their chaperone. 

 

Youth are strongly encouraged to participate in one of these 

poultry contests in the future.  These activities provide excep-

tional learning experiences, a lot of fun, and excellent awards.  

Since 2002, Pennsylvania offered state contests in Poultry Judg-

ing, Chicken and Turkey Barbecue Presentations, and Avian 

Bowl, and Pennsylvania delegates have placed very well in this 

national event annually.  This was the first year Pennsylvania 

was able to take a Poultry Judging Team and a full delegation.  It 

was impressive to see the attending ten delegates and nine adults 

in the group photo.
